Guidelines for AƩending and ParƟcipaƟng at 
Mass 
     As you know, Monday, June 8, 2020, saw the return 
of daily Masses in the Archdiocese and July 3 we re-
turned to weekend celebraƟon of the Eucharist.   
     Weekday Mass (Monday through Thursday, 7:30 
a.m.) will be celebrated in the Church and not the 
School Chapel.  Weekend Mass schedule is the same; 
Saturday Vigil at 4:30 p.m. and Sunday morning at 9:30 
and 11:30 a.m. 
     AƩendees at Mass are asked to follow the usual vi-
rus precauƟons: 
 To not exceed the 100 person limit 
 To stay home if ill or have a fever 
 To wear a face mask or cloth face covering  
 To social distance from non family members 
 To refrain from holding or shaking hands 
 To refrain from socializing before or aŌer Mass 
 To refrain from touching the pews or hymnals 
 To receive Holy Communion in the hand 
 To maintain a single file line with social distanc-
ing for recepƟon of Holy Communion 
 To refrain from singing 
 To sit in an area not blocked off with blue tape 
 
Liturgies for bapƟsms, weddings and funerals have re-
turned with the above consideraƟons and the schedule 
for the CelebraƟon of the Sacrament of ReconciliaƟon 
has returned to normal; Saturday 3:30 p.m. to 4:15 
p.m. or anyƟme by appointment. 

Statement from the Archdiocese Regarding 
Weekend Mass: 
The dispensaƟon from the Sunday obligaƟon previously 
granted to all Catholics in the Archdiocese has now been 
extended through Sunday, September 6, 2020.  This dis-
pensaƟon is for those who are in a high risk medical group 
and those who are too anxious to leave their house and 
aƩend Mass.
