We continue to investigate the theological meaning and purpose behind the actions of what we do in the celebration of the Mass. Every aspect of the Mass has
a significance and when we know the meaning behind the action we will appreciate it a bit more and as a result make praying the Mass more meaningful.

I “The Rites After Communion”
% When the distribution of Holy Communion is over, the priest purifies the sacred vessels. The body and

blood of our Lord is contained within the smallest droplet of precious blood and the tiniest crumb of the
sacred host and because of this, the particles must be collected and consumed in order for the ciborium,
chalice and paten to be properly purified.

It is for this same reason that when the faithful receive Holy Communion in the hand they are to examine their hand closely
after consuming the Host to ensure that there are no crumbs present. This is one of the dangers of receiving in the hand and
why special attention needs to be given to show proper reverence to out Eucharistic Lord.

During this purification the server or the priest himself pours water over the fingers that touched the Body of our Lord. The
water is poured into a ciborium to be purified and then into the chalice. The water collects all fragments of the sacred host and
any droplets of precious blood. The water is then consumed while a sixth century prayer is prayed silently. As the priest con-
sumed the watery mixture he says quietly: “What has passed our lips as food, O Lord, may we possess in purity of heart, that
what has been given to us in time may be our healing for eternity.”

When the distribution of communion is over there is time to meditate on a communion hymn and pray a personal prayer of
thanksgiving for the graces just received. The Prayer after Communion by the priest concludes the Communion Rite, summing
up its purpose in a single prayer to God. The concluding rites of the Mass end the Mass and are an important aspect of the
Mass that brings it to a close and why theologically it is very important not to leave the Church until this rite is completed and
the priest exits, but more about that next week.

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Today the Church Celebrates The Most Holy Trinity

There is a logical flow to the celebrations throughout the year in the Church. After experiencing the power of Jesus over sin
and death in Easter and waiting for the coming of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost last week, it is most appropriate to consider and
celebrate the unity of God, The Trinity this Sunday.

The Trinity is one of those doctrines that is classified as a strict mystery; that is, it cannot be learned nor understood complete-
ly from reason. The mystery is so great that often words can be difficult to adequately explain and understand this reality of
God. It has often been said that whenever anyone begins to explain the Trinity, one falls either into error or heresy. Working
hard to avoid both, today’s feast day of The Most Holy Trinity celebrates the three divine persons, separate and distinct, in the
one and same God.

The first person of the Trinity is God the Father; the second, God the Son; the third, God the Holy Spirit. The three persons are
perfectly equal to one another and each is God. There is however only one God and we use the word “person” to explain who
someone is, this is why we say that there are three persons in one God; Father, the creator; the Son, the redeemer and the Holy
Spirit, the sanctifier.

The Incarnation of God’s Son (Jesus, while fully divine taking on human nature) reveals that God is the eternal Father and that
the Son is consubstantial with the Father, which means that, in the Father and with the Father, the Son is one and the same God.

The mission of the Holy Spirit, sent by the Father in the name of the Son and by the Son, reveals that, with them, the Spirit is
one and the same God. This is seen when we state in the Creed, “With the Father and Son he is adored and glorified.”

Inseparable in what they are, the divine persons are also inseparable in what they do. But within the single divine operation
each shows forth what is proper to him in the Trinity, especially in the divine missions of the Son’s incarnation and the gift of the
Holy Spirit.

The majesty of God is awesome and gives us much to ponder and pray over but we must realize that it is only in the glories of
heaven that the fullness of God will be made known to us and with that, hopefully a fuller understanding of the Almighty. Happy
Trinity Sunday!
