Home Blessing of Your Advent Wreath 
     The use of the Advent Wreath is a tradiƟonal pracƟce which 
has found its place in the Church as well as in the home.  The 
blessing of the Advent wreath takes place on the first Sunday 
of Advent.   
     Customarily the wreath is constructed of a circle of ever-
green branches into which are inserted four candles, three 
violet and one rose.  The candles represent the four weeks of 
advent and the number of candles lighted each week corre-
sponds to the number of the current week of Advent.  The rose 
candle is lighted on the third Sunday, Gaudete Sunday. 
     When blessing the Advent Wreath is celebrated in the 
home, it is appropriate that it is blessed by a parent or another 
member of the family. 
     Make the sign of the cross, read from Sacred Scripture like 
Isaiah 9:1-6 or 63:16-19; 64:2-7 and then the blessing: “Lord 
our God, we praise you for your Son, Jesus Christ; he is Emman-
uel, the hope of the peoples, he is the wisdom that teaches and 
guides us, he is the Savior of every na on.  Lord God, let your 
blessing come upon us as we light the candle on this wreath.  
May the wreath and its light be a sign of Christ’s promise to 
bring us salva on.  May he come quickly and not delay.  We 
ask this through Christ our Lord, Amen.” 
     The blessing may conclude with a verse from “O Come, O 
Come, Emmanuel.”
